Final Judgment on Settlement Stipulation

This Cause came on for consideration upon the Court's own motion to enter a Final
Judgment following entry of an Order Granting Plaintiff, American Express Centurion Bank's
motion for entry of an Order approving the parties’ Settlement Stipulation.

For the reasons set forth in the Court's Order approving the parties' Settlement
Stipulation, it is

Ordered as follows:

1. A Final Judgment is entered in favor of Plaintiff, American Express Centurion
Bank and against the Defendant Robert J. Vascellaro.

2. The Final Judgment determines that the debt admittedly due and owing from the
Defendant to the Plaintiff is a non dischargeable debt pursuant to 11 USC Section 523(a)(2)(A).

3. The Final Judgment is in the face amount of $50,163.27, which shall bear interest
at the Federal Judgment rate of 4.82 % but which Judgment may be satisfied by the Defendant
paying a lesser sum (a lump sum of $20,000 pursuant to the parties' Settlement Stipulation).

4. In the event that Defendant cannot perform the Settlement Stipulation as agreed,
the Plaintiff may obtain execution by presenting the appropriate instructions for levy and
execution to the Court or such appropriate court of competent jurisdiction.
