is,

ORDERED AND ADJUDGED:

1. Movant’s Motion for Final Judgment of Nondischargeability is GRANTED.  The

Motion to Reopen is denied by separate Order.

2. Pursuant to Section 523(a)(2), the debt owed by Defendants, ELMOSTAFA TAIF

AND LAILA TAIF, to Plaintiff, CENTRAL FLORIDA EDUCATORS FEDERAL CREDIT

UNION, in the amount of $53,691.13 in Bankruptcy Case Number 6:08-bk-06186-KSJ is non-

dischargeable.



3. Plaintiff, CENTRAL FLORIDA EDUCATORS FEDERAL CREDIT UNION, shall

recover of the Defendants, ELMOSTAFA TAIF AND LAILA TAIF, the sum of $38,117.90 with

interest at the federal rate of .18% as provided by law, plus attorney’s fees of $642.50 and interest

in the amount of $14,930.73 as of the day of submission.
