ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO AVOID

ORDERED:

The Motion is GRANTED.

1. Because the judicial lien of IMJ Addison Plaza, LLC, created by the recordation

of a final judgment on January 28, 2013 at O.R. BK 16231 Page 774, of the Public Records of

Duval County, Florida impairs the Debtor’s exempt homestead property located at 12931 Ft.

Caroline Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32225 and legally described as:

LOT 12, ST. JOHNS BLUFF ESTATES, ACCORDING TO THE PLAT
THEREOF RECORDED IN PLAT BOOK 18, PAGE 30, OF THE
CURRENT PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA.

the Lien is hereby avoided pursuant to 11 U.S.C. § 522(f).



2. The Lien is hereby extinguished and shall not survive the bankruptcy nor affix to

or remain enforceable against the Debtor’s property described above.
