ORDER

The Complaint of the Plaintiff, Bassam

Complaint is DENIED and JUDGMENT is hereby
entered for the Debtor; and it is further

ORDERED, ADJUDGED and
DECREED that the Debtor’s indebtedness owed to
the Plaintiff by the Debtor is DISCHARGEABLE
and shall be discharged if and when a discharge is
granted to the Debtor.
