ORDER 
 

This matter came before the Court on 
the Second Application for Allowance and 
Payment of Compensation and Reimbursement 
of Expenses to Barbara Bolan, as Entertainment 
Consultant to Chapter 11 Trustee, for Services 
Rendered in the Cases of Louis J. Pearlman, 
Trans Continental Records, Inc., Trans 
Continental Publishing, Inc., Trans Continental 
Studios, Inc., and Trans Continental Television 
Productions, Inc. (Doc. No. 1274) filed by 
Barbara Bolan.  A hearing was held on July 16, 
2008 at which the Chapter 11 Trustee, counsel 
for the Chapter 11 Trustee, counsel for the Office 
of the United States Trustee, Barbara Bolan and 
various other parties in interest appeared.  
Barbara Bolan filed a post-hearing summary of 
her application (Doc. No. 1385) pursuant to the 
Court’s directive.     

Barbara Bolan requests a second 
administrative expense award of $7,906.03 
consisting of fees of $7,312.50 and expenses of 
$593.53.  The Application reflects fees and 
expenses incurred in connection with 
professional services rendered to the Chapter 11 
Trustee during the period March 1, 2008 through 
May 31, 2008.  The Application reflects a total 
of 58.5 hours billed at the hourly rate of $125.00.   

After consideration of the First Colonial 
and Johnson factors,1 Barbara Bolan is due an 

                                                 
1 The reasonableness of attorney’s fees and costs is 
determined through an examination of the criteria 
enunciated by the Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals in In 
the Matter of First Colonial Corp. of Am., 544 F.2d 
1291 (5th Cir. 1977) and Johnson v. Georgia Highway 
Express, Inc., 488 F.2d 714 (5th Cir. 1974).  The 
twelve factors are: (1) the time and labor required; (2) 

interim award of fees of $4,000.00 and costs of 
$593.53.   

Accordingly, it is 

ORDERED, ADJUDGED and 
DECREED that Barbara Bolan is hereby 
awarded on an interim basis fees of $4,000.00 
plus costs of $593.53, for a total award of 
$4,593.53, as an allowed administrative expense 
pursuant to 11 U.S.C. Sections 503(b) and 
507(a)(2).  This interim award of fees and costs 
is subject to disgorgement upon final application 
and review by the Court.
